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About CAPN

Chinese Animal Protection Network is a non-profit charitable animal protection organization developed over the internet. Our work is linked internationally, with science and efficiency as our objectives. 

Our network is found all over China and has maintained long term good cooperative relationships with many animal protection organizations in China and overseas. We actively promote the exchange and cooperation among animal originations from different localities, the introduction of world advanced animal protection concepts and operational management models to China and collaboration with international animal protection organizations and individuals in jointly promoting various animal related educational activities. We act as a bridge for communication and exchange among the various network member groups, international animal protection organizations and Chinese and foreign experts and scholars who care about animal protection in China. 

Our staff members are all volunteers from China and overseas, with high levels of expertise in animal related areas, practical experience in the frontline of animal protection in China and enthusiasm for changing the status quo.  

Up to now, Chinese Animals Protection Network has developed the following network projects: CCAPN, ARC and CAPA. Searching the Chinese key words of animal protection ( 动物保护)or animal rights ( 动物权利 ) in Google can easily locate the websites of our projects.

CAPN’s working methods

CAPN has volunteer workers in Beijing, Shanghai, Changchun, Shenzhen and Guangzhou. In Guangzhou and Changchun, we also have sub-branch. Over 40 member organizations have registered with us to become CCAPN member groups (animal protection related organizations). Since 2004 when our first projected was launched up to now, we have successfully implemented many important animal protection projects. Many of these projects have been pioneers in there areas.  

Research and Education Projects 

Research and education are an important part of our work. All the research and educational work have been accompanied by various high quality publications. These materials provide theoretical and practical support to the work of animal protection. Currently, the major projects in this area include: 

activities to correct errors related to speciesism in the leading Chinese language dictionary – Xinhua Dictionary 

campaigns for people to stop eat cats and dogs 

condemnation of acts of animal abuse and calling for the enactment of anti-cruelty law 

a project for the mental health care for activists 

humane and scientific management of cats population in the community 

effective management of dogs and prevention and control of rabies 

animal protection encyclopedia in Chinese  

Collaborative network 

Member group network is another focus of our work. One of the duties of CAPN is to support and help the growth and development of animal protection organisation and individuals in different cities, and to provide resources for organisations in these cities. For instance, our CCAPN website has a Resource Page, which contains advice and information on how to set up an animal protection organisation, and how to scientifically and efficiently carry out animal protection work, among others. 

We provide advice documents compiled by us to every new member groups, and recommend to them operation models of well-run animal organisations for reference. The coordinators of our partner members also maintain long-term communication with these bodies and answer their questions regarding animal protection. 
CCAPN distributes a monthly newsletter to all the partner/collaborative organisations in different cities with information on companion animal protection for their reference and share the first-hand experience of successful activities.  
ARC email list distributes the latest information on animal protection to activists in different cities with an average of five emails each month.  
We organise the design and production of promotional and educational materials targeting the issues raised in our four working projects for the use of our member groups or individual supporters. 
When major animal related events occur, we notify and coordinate the collective response of animal protection organisations and individuals in different cities. 
Major work carried out in 2006-2007

We will briefly describe some of our daily work so that people will have a better and clearer idea about our work, but this is only limited to the work of CCAPN in 2006-2007. For further information about our work, please visit http://www.capn.ngo.cn.

a dozen or so bodies have recently joined CCAPN as member groups.
In our activity of stop eat cats and dogs, many supporters volunteered and organized off-line activities in ten different cities and distributed the promotional materials of the same theme that we produced.
Participated in the condemnation of the perpetrator of trampling a cat with high heel shoes in Heilongjiang Province 
Jointly organized a seminar in three cities on the topic of mental health care for animal activists  
Promoted the Animals Matter to Me appeal participated by millions of people around the work to the United Nations
Carried out research on animal hoarding, and issued the results of the research in the form of advice for animal protection work in different cities. This material which was produced for the first time in China has attracted rational attention from different sections of the community after its release. 
Regarding mass dog culling, we called on supporters around the country to politely calling on local governments to scientifically and humanely manage dogs . Many have received positive responses from local governments??.  The joint advice material on this issue – Recommendation for Dog Management and Control in China to the Relevant Government Department for Dog Management – has received wide circulation by supporters. Keyword search of ‘dog management, recommendation (犬只管理，建议书)’ will find a large number of relevant web pages. 
Promoted the organisation of the international conference on the prevention of rabies and animal protection legislation held in Beijing. CCAPN was one of the major organisations of this conference.
Hosted the research project on companion animals with the Swiss institute IAHAIO.
Worked to gain support in China and foreign countries in terms of public opinions and scientific support regarding the work of rescuing homeless cats in Hangzhou and Wulin Garden Cat Overpopulation …..
CCAPN Guangzhou and other organizations in Guangzhou jointly launched the series of activities with the theme of Small Animals and Big Family.
Lent support to a parliamentarian Xu Zhiyong, a representative of the People’s Congress to submit an amendment for the management of dogs in Beijing. The work included organizes volunteers to support surveys and published Joint recommendations etc.
Due to the incidence that 400 cats was waiting for transportation to slaughter for food in Tian Jin this year, we launched ‘Please help us – Stop eat cats and dogs signature’ Campaign, calling on animal organisations to pay attention to fundamental solutions. Following this, 14 organisations responded to our call and become the joint sponsors of the on-line signature appeal. This appeal was widely circulated on the web by our supporters. We gathered 30,000 signatures on-line. At its peak, a thousand signatures were collected each day. Over 100,000 educational materials on refusing to eat cats and dogs were distributed in China. Google search has 180,000 related web pages. Most of these pages were the results by supporters who volunteered to pass on campaign to more people. This activity also was accompanied by the off-line campaign of Stop eat cats and dogs in a dozen cities. The Apple Daily in Hong Kong and other traditional media reported the activity. In September, CAPN Changchun network CAPA conducted an educational event using performance art to promote animal protection and refusing to eat cats and dogs. This was the first time such performance was staged in China by Chinese animal groups. The event was widely reported by over 100 media organisations in China and overseas, including the French News Agency, AP, Xinhua and others. 
Supported the work of Nanjing Cats Club in condemning the incidence of Burning Stray Dogs in Nanjing alive

Organized the educational activity on World Rabies Day on Sept 8 with the theme of ‘No panic. Scientific prevention of rabies’. Individuals and organization in five cities participated in this event.

Major achievements and features 

The foregoing is a brief introduction of our work. The following is a summary of our achievements.

The technical expertise of our team leads the relevant Chinese organisations in the field. Our staff members include professionals and experts who hold Master degrees and above in relevant fields. The emphasis on theoretical and scientific studies is an important part of our team culture. Most of us have been working in the frontline in animal protection for many years and have extensive practical experience. 
Most of our work leads the way in this field. Presently, many of the animal protection methods that are the focus of attention in China have been inspired by us directly or indirectly.  Eg. 
Among Chinese organization, we are the first group decide work without having an animal shelter and do not involve any direct rescue actions. We using education and research as our major focus because we realized shelter and direct rescue are less cost effective and will involved lots of ethical dilemma. Our method of animal protection was regard as unearth among animal protection communities but now has been wildly accepted and recognized.
To the large amount of animal abuse issues caused by eating cats and dogs meat, we put consumption market as our work targets instead of transportation or cats dogs meat restaurant. We first start the slogan of “stop eat cats and dogs” in China and produce leaflet for it. This year, we initiated an online campaign call for stopping eat cats and dogs. Since the first well publicized Stop Eat Cats and Dogs event, which has been the cover story of a popular newspaper of over 1500,000 circulations, we organized last year in Guangzhou, this event has been visited 10 cities, the recent event in Chang Chun is the first Chinese performance arts show for animal protection.  
We are the first to perform research and release publication on ‘animal horading’ in China, the result of our research attract wild attention and discussion, facilitate the change the pro-hoarding opinion among public. 
Since Beijing activist Wang Pei committed suicide, we took the lead and organised project to focus on the mental health care of activist, as first part of this project, we joint hosted seminars in three cities. 
In 2004, many Chinese animal organisations were run like closed shops, and were not friendly towards each other. We took the initiative and promoted the idea that enhanced cooperation and exchange among Chinese animal protection organisations is very important for the further development animal protection in China. For this purpose, we launched the CCAPN to encourage and promote the cooperation and exchange of local groups. Thanks to the efforts, many Chinese and foreign organisations acknowledged importance of strengthening the exchange among Chinese animal organisations which contributed to our joint efforts to promote this objective. We sincerely thank all the groups and individuals who have joined us in making selfless contributions for the protection of animals. 
We have lots of supporter and our cost/benefit ratio is very low, with small input of resources but good results. So far, the only daily expense is the printing costs for promotional materials. 
We specialise in conducting work by utilising internet technology. All our activities have gained wide online support, eg, for searches of ‘cat and dog meat’ (猫狗肉) on Google and Baidu.com(a Chinese online search engine), most of them are linked to our Stop eat cats and Dogs activity. We also rely on the advantage of the internet so that our activities have gained support offline in the traditional media.
Our member group network includes more than 40 members and two local branches and several friendship groups.
